3. When clearing native vegetation for access tracks under this pmvnit, the Permit Holder must use a raised blade
or band clearing.

4. The Permit Holder must stockpile all native vegetation cleared under this pmanit for ase in rehabilitation in
accordance with condition 6 and stockpile that vegetation in an area that has already been cleared.

5. The Permit Holdershallnotclear witlgn50metres ofpopulationsofGoodenia O~m, including fl~e
populations fouud atthefollowing co-ordinates(Geocentric Datum ofAustralia 1994):

6. For each instance of clearing recorded under condition 7, the Pemait Holder must, within six months of the
completion of exploration activities, rehabilitate all cleared areas by re-sbaping the sm’face so that it is
consistent with the sun’ounding 5 metres of unclem’ed land, and re-spreading the topsoil and vegetative
material stockpiled under condition 4 over each cleared area.

7. The Permit Holder shall record the following for each instance of clearing:

(a) the location M~ere the clearing occurred, expressed as grid coordinates using the Geocentt’ic Datum of
Australia 1994 coordinate system;

(b) tbe area cleared in bectares;
(c) the method of clearing;
(d) the purpose of clearing;
(e) the area rehabilitated in hectares; and
(f) the date when the clearing occurred.
