I. Clearing for the pro-pose of airpo~l constraction and associated infi’astructure.

CONDITIONS

Type of clearing authorised
1. The Permit Holder must not clear more than 260 hectares of native vegetatiou, All clearing must be within the

area cross-hatched yellow on attached Plan 2524/2.

Avoid, minimise etc clearing
2. In determining the amouut of native vegetation to be cleared authorised nader this PePmit, the Permit Holder

must have regard to the following principles, set out in order ofprefereace:

(i) avoid the cleariag ofuative vegetation;
(ii) minimise the amount of native vegetation to be cleared; and
(iii) reduce the impact of clearing on any enviroumeutal value.

Weed Control
3, When underiakiag any clearing or other activity authorised under this Permit, the Permit Holder most take the

following steps to minimise the risk of the inh’odaction and spread of weeds:

(i) clean earth-moving machine~3~ of soil aad vegetation prior to eatering and leaving the area to be
cleared;

(ii) ensure that ao weed-affected soil, mulch,fill or other material is brought into the area to be cleared;
and

(iii) restrict tl~e movement of machines aud other vehicles to the limits of the areas to be cleared,

Record Keeping
4. The Perlnit Holder must maintain the following records for activities done pursuant to this Pennit:

(a) In relatioo to the clearil~g of native vegetation authorised under this Permit:

(i) the location where the clearing occurred, recorded usiug a Global Positioning System (GPS) anit set
to GeoceatTic Datum Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressing the geographical coordinates in Eastings
and No~hings;

(ii) the date that the area was cleared;
(iii) the size of the area cleared (iu hectares); aad
(iv) purpose fro" which cleariug was undertaken.
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Peia’oleum by 31 July each year for the life of this permit, deluonstrating adherence to all conditioas of
this permit, and se~ting out the records required under Condition 4 of this permit in relation to clearing
cma’ied out between 1 July and 30 Jane of the previous financial year.

(b) Prior to 31 March 2012, the Perlnit Holder tnost provide to the Director, Environment Division,
Depat~nent of Mines aad Petroleum a wl’ittell report of records required under Condition 4 of this Permit
where these records have not ah’eady been provided under Conditiou 5(a) of this Permit.

Definitions

The followiug meanings are given to terms used in this Permit:

fill ~neans lnaterial used to iacrease the ground level, or fill a hollow;

nndch means the use of organic matter, woodchips or rocks to slow the movenlent of water across the soil surface
and to reduce evaporatiou; and

u,eedmeans a spec es sted m Appendix 3 of the Envuon ne ~tal Weed St~’ategy" published by the Department of
Conservation and Land Maaageorent (1999), and plaats declared under section 37 of the Agriculture and Related Resoarces
Protection Act 1976.
