pURPOSE FOR WHICH THE CLEARING .MAY BE DONE
1.     Clearing for the purpose of Mineral Prodaction.

cONDITIONS
1.     The Pemfit Holder must not clear more than 100 hectares of native vegetation. All clearing must be within

the area cross-hatched yellow on attached Plan 2675/1.

Guiding Principles
2.     In detel’mining the amount of native vegetation to be cleared pursuant to this permit, the Permit Holder

must have regard to the following principles, set out in order of preference:

(i) avoid the clearing of native vegetation;
(ii) minimise the amount of native vegetation to be cleared; and
(iii) reduce the impact of clearhlg on any environmental value.

Rehabilitation
3.    The Pemfit Holder shall stockpile all topsoil and native vegetation cleared pursuant to this permit for use in

rehabilitation.

Erosion Control
4.    The Permit Holder shall not tmdertake any clearing pursuant to this permit daring the months of December,

January, February and March.

5. The Permit Holder shall construct temporary sediment retention bunds not less than two meh’es tall at the toe
of batters witlfin the area cross-hatched yellow on attached Plan 2675/1. Bands shall be constructed
immediately following topsoil stripping.

Record Keeping
6. The Permit Holder shall record the follo\ving for each instance of clearing:

(i) the location of where the clearing occnned, expressed as grid coordinates osing the Geocentric
Datum of Australia 1994 coordinate system;

(ii) the size of the area cleared in hectares;
(rio the dates on which the area was cleared;
(iv) the purpose of clearing; and
(v) the method of clearing.
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7. The Permit Holder shall provide a repot-i to the Dh’ector, Euvironment Division, Depalntment ofll~dastry aud
Resources by 30 September each year for the life of this permit, demonstrafing adherence to all conditions of
this permit, and setting out the records required under Condition 6 of this permit in relation to clearing
can’ied out between 1 July and 30 June of the previous financial year.
