1. Clearing for the pnrpose of mineral production.

CONDITIONS
Type of clearing authorised
1. The Permit Holder must not clear more than 6 hectares of native vegetation. All clearing must be within the

area shaded yellow on attached Plans 2813/1A, 2813/1B and 2813/1C.

Avoid, minimise ere clearing
2. In determining the amount of native vegetation to be cleared autborised tinder this Permit, the PelTnit

Holder nmst have regard to the following principles, set out in order of preference:

(i) avoidtbe clearing of native vegetation;
(ii) mininaise the amount of native vegetation to be cleared; and
(iii) reduce the ilnpact of clearing on any environmental value.

the following steps to mininfise the risk of the introdnction and spread of weeds:

(i) clean cal~th-moving machinery of soil and vegetation prior to entering and leaving the area to be cleared;
(ii) ensure that n~ weed-affe~ted r~ad building materials~ mul~h~ ~ll ~r ~ther materiaI is br~ught int~ the

area to be cleared; and
(iii) restrict the nrovement of machines and other vehicles to the linffts of the areas to be cIearcd.

Record Keeping
4. The Pemrit Holder must maintain the following records for activities done pursuant to tiffs Permit:

(a) In relation to the clearing of native vegetation authorised under this Pem~it:
(i) the location of where the clearing occurred, recorded using a Global Positioning System (GPS) unit

set to Geocentric Datuln Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressing the geographic coordiuates in Easting
and Northings;

(ii) the date that the area was cleared;
(iii) the size of the area cleared in hectares; and
(iv) the purpose for which clearing was undertaken.
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Reporting
5, The Permit Holder shall provide a repo~l to the Director, Environment Division, Depal-tment of Mines and

Petroleum by 31 July each year for the life of this pennit, demonstrating adherence to all conditions of this
permit, and setting out the records required under Condition 4 of this Permit in relation to clearing candied out
between 1 July and 30 June of the previmts fioancial year.

DEFINITIONS

The following meanings are given to terms used in this Pemait:

fill means material used to increase the ground level, or fill a hollow;

mnlch means the use of organic matter, wood chips or rocks to slow the movement of water across the soil
surface and to reduce evaporation;

road building materials means rock, gravel, soil, stone, timber, boulders and water;

weed means a species listed in Appendix 3 of the "Enviromnental Weed Strategy" published by the Department
of Conservation and Land Management (1999), and plants declared under section 37 of the Agricultural and
Related Resources Protection Act 1976.
