PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE CLEARING MAY BE DONE
1. Clearh~g for the purpose of mineral productiou.

CONDITIONS
1. The Permit Holder nmst uot clear more than 17 hectares of native vegetation. All clearing ulust be within the

areas shaded pink on attached Plan 2946/1.

nmst have regard to the following principles, set oat in order of preference:

(a) avoid the clearh~g of native vegetatiou;
(b) minimise the amount of uative vegetation to be cleared; and
(c) reduce the impact of clearing on auy enviromnental value.

Weed coutrol
3. When undertaking any clearing or other activity authorised under this Permit, the Permk Holder mast take the

followiug steps to mininrise the risk of the introduction and spread ofweed~:

(a) cleau earth-moving machinery of soil and vegetation prior to enterh~g and leaving the area to be cleared;
(b) ensure that no weed-affected soft, mulch,fill or otller material is brought hato the area to be cleared; and
(c) restrict the movement of machines aad other vehicles to the limits of the areas to be cleared.

Records to be kept
4. In relation to tile cleariug of native vegetatiou authorised nuder this Permit:

(a) the location where the clearing occun’ed, recorded using a Global Positioning System (GPS) unit set to
Geocentric Datum Australia I994 (GDA94), expressing the geographical coordinates in Eastings and
Northings;

(b) the date that the area was cleared; aud
(c) the size of the area cleared (in hectares).
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Petroleum by 31 July each year for the life of this permit, demonstrating adherence to all conditions of this
permit, and setting out the records required under Condition 4 of this permit in relation to clearing carried out
betweeu l July and 30 June of the previous finaucial yem’.

Definitions

The following meanings are given to terms used in this Permit:

fill means lnaterial used to increase the ground level, or fill a hollow;

mulch meaus the use of organic matter, wood chips or rocks to slow the movement of water across the soil surface
and to reduce evaporation;

weedZ~ means a species listed in Appendix 3 of the "Environmental Weed S~ategy" published by the Department
of Conservation and Land Management (1999), and plants declared under section 37 of the Agricultural and
Related Resources Protection Act 1976.
