1. Clearing for the puq~oses of nrineral production.

CONDITIONS

Type of clearing authorised
1. The Permit Holder must not clear nrore than 66.2 hectares of native vegetation. All cleariug mMst be within the

areas shaded pink ou attachcd Plan 3142/2.

Avoid, minimise etc clearing
2. Io determining the aoaount of native vegetatiou to be cleared authorised m~der this Permit, the Permit Holder

nmst have regard to the following principles, set out in order of preference:

(i) avoid the clearing of native vegetatioo;
(ii) minimise the anrount of native vegetation to be cleared; and
(iii) reduce the impact ofclearing on anyenviromnental value.

Weed control
3. When undertaking auy clearing or other activity authofised nuder this Permit, the Pemait Holder must take the

following steps to minimise the risk of the introduction aud spread of weeds:

(i) clean earih-moving machinery of soil and vegetatiou prior to enteriog and leaviug the area to be
cleared;

(ii) ensure that uo weed-affected soil, mMIch,fill or other lnaterial is brought into the area to be cleared;
and

(iii) restrict the movement of nrachines and other vehicles to the lfinits of the areas to be cleared.

Retain vegetative material and topsoil
4. The Permit Holder shall retain the vegetative material and topsoil removed by clearing authorised tmder this

Permit and stockpile the vegetative material and topsoil in an area that has ah~ady beeu cleared.
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Records to be kept
5. Tile Pe~anit Holder must inaintain tile following records for activities dooe pursuant to this Perinit:

(a) Iu relation to the clearing of native vegetation authorised under this Permit:
(i) the location whel~ the clearing occurred, recorded using a Global Positioning System (GPS) unit set

to Geoceutric Datum Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressing the geographical coordinates in Eastiogs
and Norihings;

(ii) the date that the area was cleared;
(iii) the size of the area cleared (in hectares); aod
(iv) purpose for which clearing was uudertaken.

Reporting
6. (a) The Permit Holder sball provide a repo~ to the Director, Euviromnent Division, Departureut of Mines and

Petroleum by 31 March each year for the life of this pelanit, demonstrating adherence to all couditious of
this permit, and setting out the records required under Coudition 5 of tills permit in relation to clearing
canqed out betweeu 1 January aod 31 December of the previous calendar year.

(b) Prior to 31 March 2011, the Permit Holder must provide to the Director, Enviroument Division,
Deparhnent of Mines and Petrolenm a written report of records required nllder Conditioo 5 of this Permit
where these records have not aheady been provided nnder Condition 6(a) of this Permit.

Definitions

Tile following meaniugs are given to terms used ill this Permit:

.fill nreans material used to increase the ground level, or fill a bollow;

mulch means the use of organic matter, wood chips or rocks to slow the movenrent of water across the soil surlhce
and to reduce evaporation; and

weed/s means a species listed in Appendix 3 of the "Euviro~mrental Weed Strategy" published by the Depal~ment
of Conservation aud Laud Management (1999), and plants declared under section 37 of the Agricultural and
Rehtted Resom’ces Protection Act 1976.
