PURPOSE FOR WHICH THE CLEARING MAY BE DONE
1.     Clearing for file purpose of an access track.

CONDITIONS

Type of clearing authorised
1. The Permit Holder must not clear more than 0.2 hectares of native vegetation. All clearing nmst be within

the area cross hatched yellow on attached Plan 4114/1.

Avoid, minimise etc clearing
2. In determining the anaount of native vegetation to be cleared autilofised under fl~is Permit, the Permit Holder

must have regard to the following principles, set out in order of preference:
(i) avoid the clearing of native vegetation;
(ii) minimise the amount of native vegetation to be cleared; aod
(iii) reduce the impact of clearing on any environmeotal value.

Weed control
3. Wilen undertaking any clearing or other activity attthorised under this Permit, the Permit Holder must take the

following steps to minimise the risk of the introduction and spread of weeds:
(i) clean earth-moving machinery of soil and vegetation prior to entering and leaving the area to be cleared;
(ii) ensure that no weed-affected soil, mulch,fill or other material is brought into the area to be cleared; and
(iii) restrict the movement of machines aod other vehicles to the limits of the areas to be cleared.

Retain vegetative material and topsoil, revegetation and rehabilitation
4. The Permit Holder shall:

(a) retain the vegetative material and topsoil renroved by clearing anthorised under this Pelanit and stockpile
the vegetative material and topsoil in an area that has already been cleared.

(b) within 6 months following completion of cIearing anthorised trader this permit, revegetnte and rehabilitate
the areas that are no longer reqoired for the purpose for which they were cleared nnder this Permit by:

(i) re-shaping the surface of the land so that it is consistent with the sarrounding 5 metres of nnclearcd
laod; and

(ii) rippiog the groond oo the contour to remove soil compaction; and
(iii) layiog the vegetative material and topsoil retained trader Condition 4(a).

(c) withio 4 years of laying the vegetative material aod topsoil oll the cleared area in accordaoce with
Condition 4(b) of this Permit:

(i) engage an environmental specialist to determine the species composition, structure and density of the
area revegetated and rehabilitated; and



(ii) where, in the opinion of au e~ta,iroltmettml sTJecialist, the compositiou structarc and density determined
under Condition 4(c)(i) of this Permit will not result in a similar spccies conrposition, strocmre and
deosity to that of pl-e-clearing vegetatiou types in that area, renegetate the area by deliberately plaathtg
aud!or direct seediog native vegetation that will result in a similar species composition, structure aud
density of ~ativc vegetation to pre-clearing vegetatiou types in that area aud ensuriug only local
provettattce seeds aud propagating material are used.

Records to be kept
5. The Pemait Holder mustnraintaiuthefollowilag records for activities doue pursuaotto this Pen~fit:

(a) lu relation to the cleai5ng of native vegetation authorised under this Pemrit:
(i) the locatiou where the clearing occorred, recorded usiug a Global Positio~ing System (GPS) uuit set to

Geocentric Datuur Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressiug tbe geographical coordinates iu Eastings and
Nortltiugs;

(ii) the date that the area was cleared;
(iii) the size of the area cleared (iu hectares); and
(iv) purpose for wl~icb cleariug was undertaken.

(b) In relatiou to the revegetatio~ aud rehabilitatio~t of areas pursuant to Condition 4 of this Permit:
(i) tbe location of any areas revegetated and rehabilitated, recorded using a Global Positiouing System

(GPS) unit set to Geocentric Datunr Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressing the geoga’aphical coordinates
in Eastings and Non,things;

(ii) a description of the revegetation and rehabilitatioo activities undertaken; and
(iii) tl~esizeofthearearevegetatedandrehabilitated(inhectares).

Reporting
6. (a) The Pen~t Holder shall provide a report to the Director, Environment Divisiou, Department of Mines and

Petroleum by 31 July each year for the life of this permit, demoustrating adbereuce to all cooditions of this
permit, and setting out the records required under Condition 5 offlais permit in relation to clearing carried
out between 1 July and 30 June of the previous fiuancial year.

(b) Prior to I2 Feblx~ary 2016, the Pemait Holder must provide to the Director, Environmeut Divisiou,
Departmeot of Mines and Petroleum a written report of records required uuder Conditions 5(a) and 5(b) of
this Pelrnit wbere these records have not already been provided nnder Condition 6(a) of this Portrait.

Definitions

The followiug meanings are given to terms osed in this Permit:

direct seedittg incaus a method of re-establishing vegetatioo througb tbe establishmeut of a seed bed and the
introductiou of seeds of the desired plant species;

enviro~meatal specialist means a person who is engaged by the Permit Holder for the purpose of providiug
environmental advice, who holds a tertiary qualification in environmental science or equivalent, and has
experience relevant to the type of enviromnental advice that an eoviroumental specialist is required to provide
under this Permit;

fill nreaus material used to increase the grouud level, or fill a hollow;

local provena~tce means uative vegetation seeds and propagating material from natural sources svithiu 10
kilometres of the area cleared;

mttlr’h means the use of organic matter, wood chips or rocks to slow the movement of water across the soil surface
and to reduce evaporatioo;
plrmtiag means the re-establishment of vcgctatiou by crcatiug t~vourable soil conditions and planting seedlings of
the desired species;

negeaerate/ed/ioa meaus nenegetation that cau be established fi’our iu situ seed banks contained either within the
topsoil or seed-bearing mulch;



rehabilitate/ed/ion means actively managing an area containing native vegetation in order to improve the
ecological function of that area;

revegetate/ed/ion means the re-establishment of a cover oflocalprovetlance native vegetation in an area using
methods snch as regeneration, direct seeding and/orplanthtg, so that the species composition, structure and
density is similar to pre-clearing vegetation types in that area;

weed/s means a species listed in Appendix 3 of the "Environmental Weed Strategy" published by the Depaviment
of Conservation and Land Management (1999), and plants declared under section 37 of the Agriculture and
Related Resonrces Protection Act 1976.
