l. The Permit Holder must uot clear alol"e thau 242 hectares of native vegetation. All clearing must be \vithin the

area cross-hatched yellow on attached Plau 4132/1.

must have regard to the followiag principles, set out iu order of preference:

(i) avoid the cleariug ofuative vegetation;
(ii) u~inimise the aamuut of aative vegetation to be cleared; and
(iii) reduce the impact of clearing on auy eavironinenta[ value.

Weed coutrol
3. When uudertaking auy clearing or other activity attthorised under this Permit, the Pemait Holder umst take the

followiug steps to minimise the risk of the introduction and spread ofweed~:

(i) cleau ea~h-moving machine~3’ of soil aud vegetation prior to entering and leaviug the area to be cleared;
(ii) ensure that uo weed-affected soil, mulch,fill or other material is brought into the area to be cleared; and
(iii) restrict the movemeut of machines aud other vehicles to the limits of the areas to be cleared.

Records to be kept
4. The Permit Holder lnust maiutail~ the following records for activities doue pursuant to this Permit:

In relation to the clearing of native vegetatiou attthorised uuder tbis Perlnit:

(i) the Iocatiou where the clearing occurred, recorded using a Global Positioniug System (GPS) uuit set to
Geocentric Datum Australia 1994 (GDA94), expressiug the geographical coordinates iu Eastings aud
Nol~hings;

(ii) the date that the area was cleared;
(iii) the size of the area cleared (in hectares); aud
(iv) purpose lbr which cleariag was unde~akeu.
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Reporting
5. (a) The Permit Holder shall provide a report to the Director, Environment Division, Depamneat of Miues and

Petroleum by 31 Jtdy each year for the life of this permit, demonstrating adherence to all conditious of this
permit, and setting out the records required under Condition 4 of this permit in relation to clearing carried
out between 1 July aud 30 Jane of the previous financial ),eat’.

(b) Prior to 12 March 2016, the Permit Holder umst provide to the Director, Euvironment Division,
Deparmrent ofMiues aud I’etroleum a writtea report of records required uuder Conditiou 4 of this Permit
where these records have not already beeu provided uuder Condition 5(a) of this Permit.

Definitions

The following meaniugs are given to terms used iu this Permit:

fill means material used to increase the grouud level, or fill a hollow;

mulch means the use of organic matter, wood chips or rocks to slow the movement of water across tim soil surface
and to reduce evaporation;

weedZ~ means a species listed in Appendix 3 of the "Enviroumental Weed Strategy" published by the Depal"tmeut
of Couservation and Land Mauagement (1999), and plants declared nnder section 37 of the ~gricultttre and
Related Resources Protection Act 1976.
